Shuttle Service

Special Guest Speaker

After dinner, Dr. Ivan Vujacic, Ambassador of Serbia and Montenegro to the United States, shall address conference participants. He has been stationed in Washington, D.C. since December 2002.  Previously, Dr. Vujacic was Professor of Economics at the University of Belgrade, Serbia. He engaged in research at the London School of Economics and Political Science and visited the United States as a Fulbright scholar in 1983-84.  Dr. Vujacic has been very active in the Democratic Party of his country since its founding in 1990; in 1992 he was elected to the Federal Parliament. He has continued to serve his party on a number of important committees, among them the Foreign Relations Committee.  He has been elected to various positions of leadership within his political party, in his country’s parliament, as well as in international organizations. Dr. Vujacic is one of the founders of the G17 group of independent economists in 1998. While he served on the Board of Directors, this organization was further expanded into the G17Plus in 1999.  He has been internationally active in conferences organized by the Aspen Institute, the Chicago Council of Foreign Relations, and the Salzburg Seminar.
We gratefully acknowledge the generous support of the Dean of International Studies and Programs at the University of Nebraska at Omaha for bringing Ambassador Vujacic to this conference.

European Studies Journal
Publication of the European Studies Journal has ceased at its founder institution, the University of Northern Iowa, where it had been generously subsidized by several academic entities in the past. Since there are now no plans for continuing the journal there, interested participants in the European Studies Conference have considered a variety of alternatives for bringing the journal back into existence.  
While pursuing common goals, the European Studies Journal and the European Studies Conference have not been linked with each other financially. Each has had to be financially self-supporting.

At the Friday luncheon, when all conference attendees shall be assembled, Professor David Freeman, Washburn University, would like to explore ways in which the journal can be activated once more. He would be willing to accept the editorship of the journal and make it again a valuable scholarly resource for interdisciplinary research on Europe.
