ASSOCIATE IN ARTS/ LIBERAL ARTS TRANSFER

Effective summer 2013, students transferring from Metropolitan Community College (MCC) with an Associate in
Arts (LATAA) degree COMPLETED after 2010 will have fulfilled the University of Nebraska at Omaha (UNO)
general education requirements. The following conditions apply:

1. Students can apply for admission to UNO one term prior to the completion of their AA degree.

2. Expected completion date must be reported on the application for admission.

3. A minimum GPA of 2.0 is required for admission. For admission into a specific academic program,
students must meet the GPA requirements of that program.

4. Coursework with a grade of D may need to be retaken to fulfill prerequisite or degree requirements.
Any courses that are used to fulfill college or major requirements must meet that college or major GPA
requirements.

Students who transfer without completing a degree at MCC, will be subject to the standard course-by-course
evaluation criteria.
