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Executive Summary

During the Pre-Enclosure Era, a new religion was formed in the early 21st century named
 Transcendentalists
.  Created from former members of the Scientologist Religion
, the Transcendentalists challenged religious doctrine by arguing
 that the human soul is not immortal.  Meanwhile, the other dominate religions around Terra were declining in supporters.  Certain events in Jerusalem initiated a holy war in 2013.  The war resulted with over four-hundred thousand casualties from Christian, Islamic, and Jewish backgrounds.   By the end of the war, few followers remained with their religious groups, leaving behind a type of spiritual vacuum. By the year 2020, the Environment Monitoring Commission released its annual report stating that Terra would not survive the next thirty years.  This resulted in the formation of the Wiseman’s committee.  The committees' purpose was to develop a solution before their thirty year time limit.  Due to the efforts of Gregory Passio and Zuni Franklin, the Enclosure Project was accepted by the committee as a valid solution for humanity.  The Great Movement provided the perfect catalyst for the Transcendentalists.  With the massive amount of people in the newly formed communities and lack of spiritual strength in the older religions, Transcendentalism provided a medium between the mixed cultures.  This allowed many of the separate cultures to form one singular cultural identity. When construction of the Enclosure was finished, Transcendentalism was the dominant religion in many of the communities.  Politicians, Designers, Artists, and other workers influenced modern Enclosure Society based on the Transcendentalism ideals.     
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The purpose of this report is to explore the Transcendentalism Movement and the conditions in which it was able to flourish.  It is necessary to understand the religions that previously dominated the world before delving into the intricacies of Transcendentalism.  This report investigates the reason for the collapse of the religions that preceded Transcendentalism while focusing on the current status of the Trannies and their influence on our society.  Included in the report is data compiled by researchers and historical scholars that will be used to educate the general public while at the same time ensuring that Transcendentalism doesn’t succumb to the same demise experienced by the old religions.  The following is a time line to help understand the history of Transcendentalism.

The Transcendentalism Movement was started in 1999 by a man named Tyler Durden (see picture).  Durden worked as an insurance salesman and felt no joy from his everyday life.  He was diagnosed with many psychological disorders relating to stress and lack of nutrition.  In the following year Durden started a club where to know yourself you must give up your systematic way of life. The members of this club would congregate at a building (later named the sabernacle) to hold religious meetings to free the member’s minds
. Also at this time
 Durden began to study and follow the philosophy of Scientology
.  Durden was most known for his techniques on finding out what a person truly wanted to do by making them face death and coming to see that their life was short.  His famous quote was “You have to know, not fear, that someday you are going to die.  Until you know that and embrace that, you are useless.”  Tyler Durden died in 2042 while trying to test an anti-grave boot 
and jumping off the New Life building.

While Transcendentalism is a combination of ideas from multiple individuals, Tyler Durden was the movement's main progenitor. A scholar in the realm of biology and religion
, Durden believed in the religious idea that all living things possessed a soul.  

While practicing Scientology, Durden studied the physical and metaphysical nature of the human body and its relevance
 to the soul.  However; after five years of working with
 Scientologists, Durden could not rationalize the claim in Scientology and other religions that the soul was immortal.  

In the year 2008, Durden published his findings 
on his research and his conclusion that the soul was in fact mortal.
  His report also stated that the soul’s mortality was due to its physical dependence on the human body.  Because of this physical dependence, it was a reasonable assumption that the soul has a physical presence somewhere in the human body and that like any other living organ it could be isolated and maintained in a separate medium.



By 2012, Durden and other religious scholars opened the first Transcendentalist cathedral.  It was in these temples that Durden and his clergy spread the ideology of the Transcendentalism upon
 the people.  

Transcendentalist Ideology 


During the planet’s worst moment in recorded history, the Transcendentalist religion brought a new way of thinking to mankind.  By removing concepts such as a divine being or other supernatural entities,
 Transcendentalism inspires its' followers to look within themselves to define who and what they are.  

Even with our society’s extensive knowledge of 
human biology, scientists have been unable to identify the source of the human will.  While the brain has been identified as the source of electrical impulses that manipulate the human body, it is still unknown as to how the brain determines when to distribute such impulses.  

However
, Transcendentalists have developed a theory.  According to their ideology, every being has what is called their thetan.  The thetan, which some may refer to as the soul, is the source of all creation and of life itself.  “The body is simply a shell, a group of atoms that form a biochemical machine that acts out the will of the thetan(Right 27).” 
 Unlike many previous religions, Transcendentalists do not believe that the thetan is eternal.  Like all other components of the body, the thetan is subject to death.  With the death of the body, the thetan no longer receives the energy needed to sustain itself and dies with the body.  

To prevent the loss of the thetan, the Transcendentalists have been developing a process called exteriorization.  Exteriorization is the extraction of the thetan from the human body using technology to sustain it in an energetic state.  It is in this state, that the thetan has completely transcended the human form and is no longer subject to the body’s defects.

In order to prepare for exteriorization, Transcendentalists often practice the use of chemmies.  These chemmies are specifically designed to simulate the experience of being outside the body, which Transcendentalists believe will give them insight into what exteriorization is actually like.  The use of chemmies also provides their user more certainty that they truly have thetans and are not just limited to their bodies.

Decline of the Old Religions

As mankind progressed, the old ways of thinking changed.  In some cases, old ways of thinking evolved into new ideas, while other ideas faded away or became suddenly obsolete. Mankind’s oldest and most deeply ingrained idea was religion.  Contrary to current times, there was not just one religion, but actually hundreds of religions.  Across history these religions have risen and fallen, been absorbed into other religions, and have been evolved with social phenomena and scientific advances.  As with government and business, religion followed an inevitable trend of consolidation.  The many religions of East Asia coalesced into Buddhism, South Asia into Hinduism, in the Middle East into Islam, in the West into Christianity.

Rise of Instability
Prior to the Transcendentalist movement the dominant religions consisted of Christianity, Islam, Judaism, Hinduism and Buddhism. In some ways these religions were similar but all of them differed in their core beliefs
 leading to widespread turmoil that would eventually become the end of their existence.  From 2010 to 2014 there were numerous conflicts between the major religions that resulted in the death of followers and the destruction of holy cities.
  This was a pivotal period for the world’s religions due to the fact that
 many followers began to focus less on religion as a motivating force
.  Every religion had difficulty retaining the amount of allegiance from its followers that each had previously experienced.  According to historical and religious scholars, the key turning point occurred in Jerusalem on January 17, 2013. During this time, Jerusalem was a focal point for religions such as Christianity, Islam and Judaism.  The Christian Fundamentalist Army was actively attempting to recruit members for its organization to restore the way of life for Christianity.  On this historical day, referred to as the “Day of Awakening”, the Christian Fundamentalist Army
 used a series of explosive detonations across the city of Jerusalem to weaken the infrastructure of Judaism and the Islamic contingency in the area.  The end result from this tactic was the deaths of over 400, 000 people from all religious backgrounds.  The Christian Fundamentalist Army would unknowingly start a holy war that lasted 139 days.  People of all faiths would converge on Jerusalem to support or oppose the Christian Fundamentalist Movement (Lange 21).  The Christian Fundamentalist Army was severely depleted midway through their campaign and was desperate to find a way to establish Christianity within Jerusalem.  In an attempt to regain control, the Christian Fundamentalist Army sent agents throughout Jerusalem to force whomever they came across to renounce their faith.  This tactic caused those faithful to rebel against anyone who would give such an order.  Consequently, many perished at the hands of the persecuting faction and others ended up committing suicide believing that was the holier course of the two evils.

Lessons Learned

The events that surrounded this tragic period led to the disintegration of religion as the world knew it.  The followers of the once dominant religions became disenchanted with their faith and began to turn to other outlets for support or hope in an otherwise unstable situation.  There were many changes taking place in mainstream religions including an increasing secularization, materialism, relativism and despair about the chaotic state of the world.

Due to the scarce amount of archives that were found regarding the period around the “Day of Awakening”, it is unclear whether or not these religions would have survived during the time anyway.  It is well documented by historical researchers and religious scholars that people were already beginning to look at religion as a superstition rather than a way of life. There began what researchers called a “spiritual hunger” that was occurring in people who valued more personal meditation and private religious practices.  

Gathering of Cultures

War was not the only factor that was driving the human race into oblivion
.  The Environment 
Monitoring Commission, established in 2012 after the famine scare in China, was responsible for the observation and recording of Terra’s life sustainability (United Nations 12).  It was their job to alert certain regions that their environment would be unable to sustain its’ current populace.  Problems such as water contamination, radiation poisoning, and food shortages, were to be monitored by the EMC.  

Each year, the EMC released
 a report to
 the global leaders throughout Terra called the Health Committee Report.  This report contained information analyzing all of the environmental issues the EMC had observed throughout the year.  It also contained a statistical prediction of what future environmental problems may occur.  It was this section that gained much attention in the year 2020.

In the Health Committee Report of 2020, the Environment Monitoring Commission confirmed Terra’s decreasing stability (United Nations 1).  According to the report, environmental issues had begun developing in virtually every nation.  The entire populace of Terra would soon be endangered by the planets’ decreasing ability to support life.  Furthermore, the report had predicted that within the next thirty years Terra could no longer support any form of life.

The Wisemens’ Committee
In response to the cataclysmic news of the Health Committee Report, nation leaders sponsored an organization labeled the Wisemens’ Committee.  This committee was an assembly of each nations’ best scientists and engineers uniting
 to help develop a solution to the survival of humanity on Terra.  

Many projects were proposed from the committee, however; most projects were considered too extensive to accomplish in such a short time frame
.  Due to the lack of ships and resources, Terra’s human population was simply too massive to evacuate to another colony in the solar system
.  Projects to restore Terra’s environment could not guarantee enough progress within the thirty-year limit. The idea of placing everyone in a cryogenic state until the environmental damage subsided was also considered, however; this required too much energy.  Finally, one project seemed more plausible than the others, the Enclosure Project.

Conceived by Gregory Passio and Zuni Franklin, the Enclosure Project proposed building a separate environment sustainable for humanity apart from Terra.  The concept of building the structure out of the materials currently used in the cities appeared plausible,  however; the project required a joint effort in all nations to construct the Enclosure and a massive migration of people to the designated areas for
 the dome cities.  

The Great Movement

In accordance with the Enclosure Project, five hundred locations were chosen to build sites for the dome cities.  Each of these locations was chosen relative to the population density of the area. However, the people who did not live near the chosen locations were required to move to a community within a set radius of the build site.  This massive emigration was commonly referred to as The Great Movement.

The Great Movement was the largest shift in population density ever recorded in human history.  Eighty percent of Terra’s population had moved within a one-hundred and fifty mile radius of each of the five-hundred locations chosen for construction of a dome city (Monkey 24).  Each individual who lived in these areas was supplied food and shelter in exchange for their assistance in the construction of the dome cities.  The population working outside the radius was either responsible for the deconstruction of the old cities or food production.

The significance of The Great Movement was the gathering of multiple cultures into one community.  This gathering supplied
 the chance for each culture to interact with one another through work or living conditions and allowed the increasing ethnic and cultural tolerances to insure stability inside the Enclosure. 

The Rise of the Transcendentalists

In the last decade of the Pre-Enclosure Era, the large migration of people all around Terra created a catalyst for the spread of Transcendentalism.  With the recent decline in religion in many cultures, communities were more receptive to the new spiritual ideas of the Transcendentalists.  As certain communities grew larger with the addition of the recent immigrants, the new religion provided a basis of interaction between many of the neighboring cultures.  This Transcendentalist Movement began assimilating many of these cultures into a singular cultural identity.  

By the time of the Enclosure Act of 2026, the communities, bordering what would be the dome cities of the Enclosure, were major followers of the Transcendentalist’s ideals.  It was these ideals that promoted the acceptance of the Enclosure and the evacuation of Terra (Moneky 337).  As the construction of the dome cities were completed, inhabitants of the neighboring regions were directed inside the Enclosure.  Within the Enclosure, Transcendentalism spread its influence further into the community and began shaping the community into what is recognized as Enclosure Society.

Defining the Enclosure Society
Modern Transcendentalism

The practice of Transcendentalism affects every aspect of daily life for enclosure citizens.  While every citizen has been assigned an occupation and given the duty of maintaining the Enclosure, the Transcendentalist' motive can be seen in every facet of Enclosure social life.  The religion has been widely practiced among government employees for decades, leading to the early creation and funding of the Health Patrol’s R&D department.  Given an enormous amount of funding, the HP scientists created a vast selection of high grade chemmies, as well as researching many other technological advances such as eros couches.  The government also funded other Transcendentalist' ventures such as the game parks and mating ritual parlors.  Only a few years after the completion of the domes and the Transcendentalists had already laid the groundwork for modern practice.

Followers of Transcendentalism organize their daily lives around two key motives. Their primary motive is the daily enjoyment of life via game parks, eros parlors, mating rituals, and attaining exteriorization through chemmies.  Followers enter game parks to engage in the latest video games and simulations, activities which allow them to enjoy adrenaline and the spirit of competition.  They join eros parlors to fulfill their sexual desires.  Chemmie stations provide the latest medical-grade chemmies to make a collective attempt at exteriorization (Right 95).  To a non-practitioner, the daily use of these parks, parlors, and chemmies may seem excessive and purely self-gratifying,  however; modern Transcendentalism is about a search for collective happiness.  Followers always enjoy their activities in groups.  While many cannot plainly explain to you why, the Transcendentalists hold a desire to share their experiences with others.  It is believed that engaging in these activities socially will strengthen the bond between their thetans.  Many followers say attempts at exteriorization are futile until the individual has fully bonded with his or her peers.  These bonds, combined with chemmies, allow followers to collectively exteriorize as well as contribute to the stability of their society.

The secondary motive of Transcendentalism is the unwavering dedication to the preservation of their happy lives
.  They devote their careers and large portions of their time to maintaining the enclosure cities and ensuring daily order.  They have found great happiness in their new lives and are deeply devoted to maintaining their way of life.  To an outsider, the Health Patrol monitors citizens to locate threats to their physical and mental health.  Transcendentalists know the close watch of the HP is to detect any possible disruption in the bonds of their thetans (Right 569).  When a citizen has broken the bond to his peers or disrupted another’s bond, it is believed to manifest itself in radical mood changes, unorthodox use of language, or breaking the rules of the mating ritual.  HP agents monitor these activities with extreme dedication to the Transcendentalist' cause.  Moodgowns are used to monitor citizens' emotions, easily betraying an ill thought or locating a follower whose bonds may be weakened.  Face paint and masks are used to conceal individual features.  The followers know their thetans are unique, however, differences in physical appearance may incite spontaneous thoughts or actions in the primitive human mind and these must be deterred.  Vid-phones and mating rituals are closely monitored to ensure that the bond between two thetans is strong enough to sustain a human relationship.  What may appear to outsiders as tedious and slow is absolutely necessary to prevent emotions such as anger or heartache.  These devastating emotions are great threats to the bonds between citizens and as with all risks are stopped at all costs.

Conclusion

Through the evolution of religion in society it is apparent that the method in which people express themselves

 is vital to their own enrichment.  The ideology at the core of Transcendentalism is a true testament to this philosophy.  This report outlines the major points in history that contributed to the development of Transcendentalism including the Wisemen’s Committee and the Great Movement.  The information in this report is useful because, according to Tyler Durden, “we must first find knowledge within ourselves before we can freely express our beliefs.”
