e Course grade must be at least a “B” to receive Honors Credit.

e All incoming first-year students are required to take an honors-only course in their first semester.

e All students must complete a portfolio of their efforts by their last semester. It must attest to their
achievements in Undergraduate Research Experience; Community Engagement; and Campus
Citizenship.

e Students are expected to undertake at least one Honors course/option each semester at UNO; students
may sit out of Honors for ONE semester without losing Honors priority registration privileges.

e Students can undertake up to 2 contract options each semester and up to 12 credit hours total by
contract.

! Colloquia are interdisciplinary courses offered by the University Honors Program.
