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VOCAL AUDITION GUIDELINES
The School of Music requires a successful audition on the student’s major instrument for incoming students. The audition determines acceptance as a music major. The audition will be performed for representative members of the music faculty.

A live, on-campus audition is required for full acceptance.  To be considered for scholarship, students must audition before March 1.

For the audition:

Prepare two songs from the standard repertoire (for example, selection from First Book/Second Book of Solo Songs complied by Joan Boytim; 26 or 24 Italian Songs & Arias; etc.)

· The songs should be of contrasting style.
· All songs must be performed from memory.
· At least one should be in English, and one in Italian, German, or French.
· Songs should show potential, interpretive ability, and musicianship;

· No a cappella or prerecorded music please.  All auditions must be performed with a pianist.  UNO can arrange for a professional collaborative pianist to play for your audition.  The cost for this service is $15, payable directly to the pianist at the time of your audition.
