En route, you will swim
and relax at the scenic Laguna de Apoyo, a volcanic
crater lake. Finally, in Esteli you'll join Aspire Global
Health, a U.S.-based global non-profit organization, to
implement a public health project in the rural areas
surrounding Esteli.
